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POLICY:

In an effort to collaborate and enhance Kindergarten readiness, McPherson County parents will have the option of placing a 3-year-old student in an Early Learning Community (ELC) funded slot in a USD 418 Early Childhood classroom if they meet the requirements.  Family service providers will assist parents through the application process of funded or non-funded placement.  According to the ELC Grant, three slots will be made available for this purpose. 

3-year-old students definition: children that turn 3 by August 31st of the incoming 
school year.

To qualify:

1) Student must be enrolled in a 3-year-old McPherson County Early Childhood classroom. 

2) Student is attending a paid childcare facility in addition to attending the Early Childhood classroom OR student has a sibling in a paid childcare facility or tuition slot in a McPherson County Early Childhood facility. 

3) Parent is able to provide transportation. 

PROCEDURE:
Families or an educational team may change a student’s option as needed. 

1) Parent/Guardian and Family Service will prepare application. 

2) The Family Service Coordinator reviews application and makes a funding option determination. 

3) Parent is contacted with funding option available to them.

4) Early Learning Community scholarship monies will be placed on student tuition account. 

5) Director approval is required for any option changes. 

6) Student is enrolled in program and child is placed according to classroom placement policy and procedures.
