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POLICY:

In an effort to collaborate and enhance Kindergarten readiness, promote positive transitions and encourage long term parent involvement, McPherson County 4-year-old students will be placed in their neighborhood school whenever possible.  3-year-old students will be placed in classrooms with peers from their neighborhood schools whenever possible.  When a neighborhood placement is not available, the student will be placed in an alternate site.  When appropriate, parents will be contacted as slots become available at their neighborhood school and given the option to transfer their child prior to opening the slot to other students.  Occasionally an Early Childhood Team will determine placement of a student based on other reasons such as: health, behavior, Individual Education Plan (I.E.P.), or parent request. 

PROCEDURE:
Families or an educational team may change a student’s option as needed. 

1) Parent/Guardian and Family Service staff will prepare application. 

2) The Family Service Coordinator reviews application and makes a classroom placement based on neighborhood school, number of students in classes and staff. 

3) Parent is contacted of classroom assignment. 

4) Teacher is contacted of classroom assignment. 

5) If neighborhood placement is not available, then student placement will be based on class size and staff.  

6) Students/families not placed in a neighborhood school based on space, will be contacted, as slots are available and given the option of transferring to a neighborhood school.
