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POLICY: 
Due to rapid development of young children; annual observations are not sufficient to record changes that have an impact upon a child’s health and development.  It is important to implement ongoing evaluation procedures that identify health or developmental concerns.  In order to facilitate this the teachers and/or classroom staff will perform a brief daily health check on all of the children as they enter the classroom.  This check will include health and dental concerns.  Staff will also monitor the children throughout the day for any changes in their status.




PROCEDURE: 
As the child enters the classroom the teacher/staff will observe the child for any health, dental, or developmental concerns.  This will be ongoing throughout the day, especially during meal times.  Since this process will occur daily, and is ongoing, the staff will be aware of any change.  Examples of changes the staff should look for and report are: rash, fever, bruising, swelling, complaints of tooth pain, redness or draining from the eye, itching, coughing, change in skin color, diarrhea, vomiting, change in breathing pattern, etc.  If the child presents to the classroom with a concern or one is observed throughout the day it will be documented on the “Illness Report & Parent Communication Form”.  (Communicated to the parent/guardian.)  The Staff member will fill out the form, notify the parent, document the event into ChildPlus and file the form into the student’s file.  If the bus driver or monitor has a concern, they will communicate it to the classroom staff at drop off.
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
