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POLICY:

Visitors and models are invited to eat lunch with classrooms. 
Models: Each classroom is permitted three “models” per meal.  Head Start funds pay for modeled meals.  Models include: teacher, para-professional, parent or guest. Models are individuals who sit with a group of students leading family style dining while sharing the same meal.  Models are scheduled by the classroom teacher and are arranged in advance of the meal.  

Visitors: Visitors are parents/guests who chose to eat with a student. Visitors are to notify classroom personnel by 8:15 am on the day they will be eating a meal.  Visitors pay the adult meal price. 
Siblings are welcome, however, they will be paid for and attended to by the caregiver.  

PROCEDURE:
1) Classroom teachers will assign meal models for each meal.
2) A model may substitute for a teacher or a para-professional.  In the event there is more than one model scheduled for a meal a teacher or para-professional may be replaced by the additional model.  

3) Visitors must notify classroom staff by 8:15 am they will be eating a meal.  Classroom staff will then add the visitor meal to the classroom meal count and call it into the Early Childhood Offices. 
4) Visitor meal money is paid to the classroom staff prior to mealtime.  These funds will be sent over to the Early Childhood Offices for deposit.
