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POLICY:

In order to ensure a safe and healthy working environment and in accordance with USD 418 policies, Head Start Regulations all early childhood employees who is in regular contact with students shall be required to submit a certification of health signed by a licensed physician, physician’s assistant, or registered personnel certified to do physical exams.
PROCEDURE: 

1.  A form prescribed by the Kansas Sate Board of Health must be used for this exam and is available at the USD 418 Central Office.  The early childhood staff will follow the guidelines of the district.  

2.  The employee will pay the expense of this physical.

3.  At the time of employment, proof of TB skin test or chest X-ray within the past year is required.  This record will be kept on file at the USD 418 Central Office.  

4.  At a minimum a verbal screen is required for regular volunteers, but is not necessary for occasional or on time volunteers.  A regular volunteer is a volunteer who attends on a frequent, scheduled basis. 

5.  It is up to the employee to schedule these appointments during personal time.  The early childhood program is not responsible for the expense of these preventative procedures.
